Childrens Right to Education Act 2009 and Karnataka Education Act 1983 and in
accordance with the rules framed up to registered classes permission is granted. Apart
from these classes, additional classes and extra sections are not permitted to run the
school.

The school shall function under the rules framed under the Karnataka Education Act-1983
and the Child Rights Education Act-2009.

As per the Child Rights to Education Act-2009 under the rules framed thereunder 25%
seats are reserved for weaker section children. The Government has the authority to enroll
the reserved seats under RTE for the schools covered by RTE.
